e 2008 Membership Renewals Crary reminded members to submit
membership renewals, dead line was March 1.

ICC Report — Neale
ICC Final Hearings- Neale reminded us of the final ICC code hearings
coming this September to Minnesota. Only registered government officials
will be allowed to vote. Neale stated you must be registered a minimum of 7
days prior to the first vote to qualify. Neale said you can go to their web site to
confirm registered voters.
New sign ups- Neale also mentioned any one signing up as a new ICC
member can receive free code books.
Community Building Code Administration Act Resolution- Neale thanked
all who gave their support for this Act. He also clarified the act is to provide
100 million dollars a year over a five year period.
State wide code- Neale reported that support for a state wide code is not as
strong at this time. The ICC has put together SB 2654 to provide a minimum
code for communities that do not enforce a building code. The bill proposes
the 2006 IRC be the minimum building code for any community that does not
have an enforceable code by July of 2010. The bill further requires that
anyone entering into a contract to build would have to list the 2006 IRC as the
minimum code. This would give any court proceedings a standard for any
legal matters.
State wide code support- Rural areas are now asking why they need a
building code. Some are not supporting a state wide code. The new bill has
been watered down from the proposal first submitted 2 years ago.
Code Adoption- Neale asked that all communities check the listing and
confirm their community’s code adoptions are up to date. Please make any
corrections on the ICC website.

This bill, if passed, will
give a State wide code a foot in the door.
