ICC Report – Neale  

 Neale advised the membership of the proposed Community Building Code 
Administration Act.  This is the first ICC sponsored bill in the US Congress 
and it provides for $100,000,000 in grants over 5 years to building 
departments.  It will be administered by HUD and has a prorated matching 
fund requirement.  Neale  stressed the need to talk to local congressional 
representatives to garner support for the passage of this bill. 

 State Building Code is on the Legislative agenda for this session as a shell 
bill. Certification and Qualification of Inspectors will become a major point of 
discussion 

 Plass added that the Elevator Inspection Act is in JCAR to review rules of the 
act. Formwork for the administration of the act was discussed.  A review 
board will be established. Plass is pushing for municipal representation on 
the review board 

 Plass also reported that Project HERO will resurface under new organization
